Guidelines for Swim Practices

1. Check your email daily. With our many swimmers, email and the BA web site are our primary means of communication. Board members are sometimes around during practice if you have any questions. The link to the BA web site is www.boilermakeraquatics.org. You can also follow us on Facebook, the page is Boilermaker Aquatics. 
2. Demonstrate respect for all coaches and swimmers on deck and in the water, and for other parents who choose to stay during practice.

3. Never interrupt the coaches while they are actively working during scheduled practices. They are available before and after practice, or by appointment.

4. Everyone must enter and exit the high schools at the designated Pool Entrance. At WLHS, this is the West Entrance going into the pool and cafeteria area. At Harrison HS, it is Door Number 13, on the East (back) side of the school.

5. No parents or siblings are allowed in the pool area during practice for insurance reasons. There is a window to watch the practice at WLHS and a foyer at Harrison.

6. All siblings of swimmers must be supervised 100% of the time. It is a privilege to be allowed to use both facilities, and children cannot be free to run in the hallways, cafeteria, washrooms or locker facilities. Swimmers must not horseplay, loiter, or damage anything in the locker rooms.

7. Please make sure that a coach is present at the pool when dropping your child off at practice before you leave. Sometimes a practice time may have been changed, a practice may have been moved, a practice may have been cancelled, or the coach may be late. Also, please pick up your child promptly at the end of the swimmer’s scheduled practice time. Come into the building to pick up younger swimmers since the coaches cannot see who is being picked up in the parking lots.

8. Demonstrate a positive attitude that is reflected in your behavior and communication with your swimmer, the coaching staff, and parents of other swimmers.

9. Please let the coaches do the coaching. We count on you to provide the support, encouragement and love to your swimmer(s).
